three-year Learning Hubs programme in Azerbaijan.
3 March 2022

The Learning Hubs: Improved Skills for Stronger Societies was a three-year programme that was aimed at
developing the young people’s skills so that they can build confidence and have better access to educational and
career pathways in the future. The programme will build upon the success of the British Council’'s English Clubs
initiative that took place between 2016 and 2019.

The three-year project will be finalised in March 2022, and has supported the development of cohesive, stable
and prosperous communities in Azerbaijan. There are 18 Learning Hubs in Baku and six other regions of
Azerbaijan (Absheron, Lankaran, Ganja, Zaqatala, Tartar, Barda). In total, we have worked with over 8,000 school
students, 2,000 school teachers, and 400 community members, with most being from the conflict-affected,
IDP (internally-displaced persons) communities.

Learning Hubs were particularly effective in vulnerable communities, creating a platform for the school teachers’
professional development, teaching methodology, as well as methods of language development and core
skills for students.

The British Council has designed and developed the programme, with funding from the UK Government. We
worked in close partnership together with the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Azerbaijan, as well as
the local leaders, communities, and school principals.
